2-Practically

* Notice surroundings, Look over the platform, Check the crowd
* Plan what to do with your hands, feet, sermon notes, etc.

» Check the clock before you begin

* Do not be distracted by disturbances around you

« Stay on target

* Check your clothing before entering the pulpit



3-Personally
« Keep a warm heart for the people
« Stay focused on your subject
* Preach what you KNOW, not what you think
« Show dignity and propriety
* Do not imitate others, but borrow from them sensibly
» Use appropriate language
 Put yourself into the message

* Homiletics ... “the study of preparing and preaching
sermons’

. *Hermeneutics... “the science of interpreting the

scriptures”

* Exegesis ... “the explanation or interpretation of texts”

* Exposition... “exposition is related to the word expose—the
goal is to expose the meaning of the Bible, verse by
verse”

* Textual ... The sermon takes its cue from the biblical text

~ « Topical... preaching that deals with a certain fopic

 Pulpit ... “raised platform from which preaching is done”.
* Preaching... “the communication of God by man to men”
