II. WE ARE A CHOSEN PEOPLE Vs. 2a 

“Elect according to the foreknowledge of God...” 

III. WE ARE A SEPARATED PEOPLE Vs. 2b 

“...through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of 

the blood of Jesus Christ:” 

(We are separated unto obedience and cleansing.) 

IV. WE ARE A BLESSED PEOPLE Vs. 2c 

“Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.”
