 Believer’s Sins Against the Spirit 

 

1-“Grieving” Eph. 4:30...“Doing What He says NOT to do!”  Involves: 

*Corrupt Communication 

*Undisciplined Emotions 

*Lack of Kindness & Forgiveness 

2-“Quenching” I Thess. 5:19 “NOT doing what He says TO do!” 

3-“Lying, Tempting, Conspiring” Acts 5:3 “Ananias & Sapphira” 

4-“Willful Defilement of God’s Temple” 1 Cor. 3:16, 17;  5:5;  11: 17-30 

 
 

Conclusion: If you’re not saved, don’t resist Him.  Be converted.  If you are 

saved, with sin in your heart, don’t grieve Him.  Be clean.  And, if you are 

saved and clean, don’t quench Him.  Be compliant.  Say, “I’m here Lord, what 

do you want out of me?  Lead me, guide me, direct me, speak to me, Lord, I’m 

listening.”
